Article 1	Name and Object





		Section One.  The name of this organization shall be the UNLV Fencing Club.





		Section Two.  The object of the UNLV Fencing Club is to promote the art/sport


 		     	of fencing through various organized activities and events throughout the 


		     	school year.





Article 2	Laws





		Section One. The UNLV Fencing Club shall be governed by this constitution


		     	and by-laws and such laws as this organization shall adopt from time to


			time.





Article 3	Membership and Dues





		Section One.  Membership shall be conferred upon students or Alumni of the 				University ofNevada, Las Vegas.  These students and Alumni must fulfill 			requirements as prescribed by this constitution or by the UNLV Fencing


 			Club by-laws.





		Section Two.  The annual dues of the members of the UNLV Fencing Club shall


		     	be payable as provided by the UNLV Fencing Club by-laws.  Special


		     	assessments may be levied by vote of Executive Board members in good 


	     	    	standing.





		Section Three.  The privilege of holding office, introducing motions, debating and


		     	voting shall be limited to Executive Board members whose current dues


 			are paid.


	  	





Article 4	Offices, Duties, and Elections





		Section One.  The officers of the UNLV Fencing Club shall be President, 


		     	Vice President, Treasurer, Public Relations Officer, Arms Master,


		     	Administrative Assistant, and Organizations Board Officer and such


 			officers as may be approved by the Executive Board as stated in the


 			by-laws.





		Section Two.  The duties of these officers shall be defined and set out in Section


		     	 Three of the UNLV Fencing Club by-laws.





		Section Three.  The President shall be an elected position, voted on by all


			members of the UNLV Fencing Club in good standing.  The election


 			will take place in the first week of the Fall Semester, with a term of one


 			full year.


 			


		Section Four.  The Vice-President shall be an elected position, voted on by all 


		     	members of the UNLV Fencing Club in good standing.  The election


 			will take place in the first week of the Fall Semester, with a term of one


 			full year.





		Section Five.  The remaining offices shall be filled by appointment of the 


		     	President and Vice President before October 1st (first) with a term of 


		     	one full year, ending with the election of a new President.





		Section Six.  There shall be no term limits for officers, pending re-election or 


		     	appointment.





		Section Seven.  Vacancies of offices during office terms shall be appointed


		     	by the Executive Board within two weeks of the vacancy.





Article Five	Meetings





		Section One.  Regular meetings of the UNLV Fencing Club shall be held at


			MPE 508 on Thursday, unless other wise provided by majority vote of 


			the Executive Board.


		  	


		Section Two.  Meetings of the Executive Board shall be the call of the 


			President or as provided by the UNLV Fencing Club by-laws.





		Section Three.  75% (Seventy-five percent) membership of the Executive


			Board shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business


			at any meeting of the UNLV Fencing Club.





Article Six	Committees





		Section One.  The Executive Board, as defined in the by-laws shall constitute


			the Executive Committee.  The function of the Executive Committee is to


			conduct all business of the UNLV Fencing Club.  There shall be regular


			meetings of the Executive Committee as defined by the by-laws.





		Section Two.  Special Committees may be created by the Executive Committee,


			their terms to be fixed by the appointing authority.





Article Seven	Parliamentary Authority


		


		Section One.  Robert’s Rules of Order shall govern the meetings of the UNLV


			Fencing Club in all cases where they apply and where they are consistent


			with this constitution and the by-laws of the UNLV Fencing Club, the 


			laws of Nevada, Clark County, or the City of Las Vegas.





Article Eight	Amendments to the Constitution and By-laws





		Section One. This constitution may be amended at any Executive Committee


			meeting of the UNLV Fencing Club by a 3/4 (three fourths) vote of


			the members of the Executive Board present and voting, provided 


			notice of the proposed amendments has been given two weeks prior


			to the meeting, and provided the changes are consistent with the laws


			of Nevada, Clark County, and the City of Las Vegas.





		Section Two.  The by-laws of the UNLV Fencing Club may be amended,


			waived, removed, or added to by a 2/3 (two thirds) vote of the members


			of the Executive Board, provided a two week notice of the proposed


			amendments prior to the meeting, and provided such changes are 


			consistent with this constitution, the laws of Nevada, Clark County, and


			the City of Las Vegas.





		Section Three.  This constitution may be dismissed and replaced at any General


			Meeting of the UNLV Fencing Club by a 3/4 (three fourths) vote of


			the the general body of members (including the Executive Board) present


			and voting, provided a replacement be given two weeks prior to the time


			of voting.








BY-LAWS





Section One	Executive Board





Article 1	Membership


		The Executive Board shall be comprised of active members holding office. 


		Those board members as defined by these by-laws shall have voting privileges


		on the Executive Board.  Any interested member may attend and speak at


		Executive Board meetings, but are not granted voting privileges.





Article 2	Meetings


		Meetings of the Executive Board shall be the call of any officer on the board.  3/4 		(three fourths) members of the Executive Board shall constitute a quorum for the 			transaction of business.





Article 3	Purpose


		The purpose of the Executive Board is to conduct all business of the UNLV 


		Fencing Club and to report to the general membership all changes and actions of 


		the UNLV Fencing Club, and provides insofar as possible the businesslike


		administration of all of the UNLV Fencing Club affairs and policies.





Section Two	Officers





Article 1	These officers of the UNLV Fencing Club are to be elected or appointed


		as stated in the UNLV Fencing Club  Constitution Article 4, sections 3-5:


			a) President


			b) Vice President


			c) Treasurer


			d) Public Relations Officer


			e) Arms Master


			f) Administrative Assistant


			g) Organizations Board Officer


		The duties for each of these shall be defined in these by-laws.





Article 2	A vacancy in any Executive Board office shall be resolved as stated in the


		UNLV Fencing Club Constitution Article 4, Section 7.





Article 3	Responsibility for the performance of those members appointed under the 


		foregoing provisions shall lie with the Executive Board.  Complaints 


		regarding the performance of any officer shall be addressed by the President


		who will act as the spokesperson for the UNLV Fencing Club.





Article 4	Additional officers can be added to the officer list by a 2/3 (two thirds) 


		vote of the Executive Board present and voting.  Extraneous officers can be


		removed by the same vote.





Article 5	Removal of any officer from the Executive Board without removal of the office


		from the officer list requires a majority (50% plus one) vote of the Executive


		Board members present and voting at a meeting, provided notice of the removal


		shall be given two weeks prior to the meeting, and a written notice given to the 


		the officer to be removed and the President (or Vice President if the motion is to


 		remove the current President from office.)  Officers facing removal have the right


		to speak in their defence before the Executive Board and the General Body prior 			to the vote.





Section Three	Officer Duties





Article One	All appointed officers are required to read these by-laws and perform their 


		respective duties and responsibilities as set forth below.





Article Two	Duties of the President


		a.	To act as the official spokesperson for the UNLV Fencing Club.


		b.	To preside over all Executive Board meetings


		c. 	To appoint committee members to the Presidential Committee as 


			needed to assist with carrying out the functions of the UNLV


			Fencing Club presidential office.  The power of appointment and


			dismissal are concurrent.


		d. 	To preside at banquets and special dinners.


		e.	To be ultimately responsible for the fulfillment of all responsibilities 


			of all members of the UNLV Fencing Club Executive Board


		


Article Three	Duties of the Vice President


		a.	To preside over UNLV Fencing Club Executive Board Meetings in the


			absence of the President.


		b.	To act as the President in case of temporary Presidential Absence.


		c.	To assist the president in all duties as needed or asked by the President.


		


Article Four	Duties of the Treasurer


		a. 	To collect monies from members of the UNLV Fencing Club for


			dues, trip fees, and other bills described in these by-laws, Section 


			Four.


		b.	To know the current financial standing of the UNLV Fencing Club.


		c.	To insure proper amounts of money are donated at the time of 


			philanthropy.


		d.	To be responsible for the use of the Student Organization Board


			Funding.


		


Article Five	Duties of the Arms Master�


		a. 	To schedule and organize all UNLV Fencing Club fencing trips and 


			tournaments.


		b.	To notify the Public Relations Officer of all upcoming fencing trips


			and tournaments.


		c.	To receive and abide by all budget restraints of the UNLV Fencing Club.


		d.	To purchase goods and equipment to be held in common by the club.


		e.	To see that all equipment owned by the club is properly maintained.


		f.	To  insure that all necessary club equipment arrives at tournaments.


		g.	To appoint members to the Arms Master’s committee to assist in carrying 


			out the functions of the office.  The power of appointment and dismissal


			are concurrent.





Article Six	Duties of the Public Relations Officer.


		a. 	To schedule and organize the yearly UNLV Fencing Club philanthropic


			event.


		b.	To do all marketing, promotion, and press release for the UNLV Fencing


			Club, including announcements and promotions of Club Tournaments.


		c.	To actively promote the club to the university and community as well as 


                                       making and maintaining university and community ties.


		d.	To coordinate the Membership Drive Booth on the campus of UNLV.


		e.	To maintain the current club member and officer phone list.


		f.	To appoint members to the Public Relations Committee as necessary


			to assist in carrying out the functions of the office. The power of


			appointment and dismissal are concurrent.





Article Seven	Duties of the Administrative Assistant


		a.	To record the minutes of regular Executive Board Meetings of the UNLV


			Fencing Club.


		b.	To assist other executives in carrying out their duties on an as needed 


			basis.


		c.	To preside at all Executive Board meetings as the final authority of


			Robert’s Rules of Order. 


		d.	To maintain a current club roster and phone list.


		e.	To maintain all correspondence pertaining to the UNLV Fencing Club.


		f.	To appoint members to the Administrative Assistant’s committee to 


			assist other officers and to assist the Administrative Assistant in 


			carrying out the functions of the office.


		g.	To attend Student Organization Board Meetings or appoint a deligate to 


			attend if the Organizations Board Officer cannot attend.





Article Eight	Duties of the Organizations Board Officer.





Note and Clarification:  Organizations Board Officer is the only office that a current Executive Board officer can also hold in addtion to his/her other office.  The right to hold two offices on the Excutive Board does not, however, give any officer holding two offices the right to two votes at Executive Board or General Member meetings.





		a. 	To attend all Student Organization Board Meetings and vote according


			to Executive Board instructions.


		b.	To report to the Executive Board regarding the Student Organization


			Board Meetings.


		c.	To give timely notice to the Administrative Assistant if s/he cannot 				attend a Student Organization Board Meeting.


		


Section Four	Finances





Article One	The UNLV Fencing Club member’s bill shall include one or more of these items,


		as appropriate:


		a.	Membership Dues


		b.	Special Dues


		c.	Trip Fees


		d.	Event Fees


		e.	Damage fines and assessments





Article Two	All membership dues are due and payable at time of sign-up for the UNLV


		Fencing Club.  A receipt of collection shall be issued to paid members.  After


		dues are collected, all monies are to be forwarded to the Treasurer.





Article Three	Special Dues are dues deemed necessary by a 2/3 (two thirds) vote of the 


		Executive Board.  The dues can be enacted for one group such as the 


		Executive Board, or may encompass the whole club.





Article Four	Trip fees are the costs per member needed to attend any tournament the UNLV


		Fencing Club is sponsoring or attending.  These fees are due on the dates


		specified by the Arms Master.





Article Five	Event Fees are fees due for events sponsored by the UN
